The South Gate Police Department launched a 
Business Watch Program that provides busi-
nesses with crime prevention strategies and 
techniques they can apply to help reduce crime 
in and around their business. The purpose of 

the Program is to create a strong communica-

tion network and understanding among busi-
nesses and the South Gate Police Department. 
The Program will provide a forum to share in-
formation concerning crime prevention methods, 
concepts, technology, and expertise. In return, business owners will have the op-
portunity to get to know each other and work together in a program of mutual 
assistance.  
 
The program goals are the following: 

 Educate businesses on how to be observant and aware of any suspi-
cious activity or individuals.  

 Empower employees at the front end of the business to become a 
great resource for Crime Prevention.  

 Provide education and information to business proprietors to help 
reduce crime in targeted areas. 

 Preserve our business centers and eliminate conditions that give rise 
to crime. 

 Encourage business owners to utilize security measures to the fullest 
extent in order to deter crime.

On December 2, 2016, a fire broke out in a 
warehouse, known as Ghost Ship, and killed 36 
people in Oakland, California. The fire broke out 
during an underground electronic music show that 
had no permits, in a warehouse that had illegally 
been turned into several housing units. At the time 
of the fire, the warehouse did not have a business 
license nor permits for  housing or special events. 
 

In light of such a tragedy, the City urges residents 
and businesses to be the City’s “eyes and ears” 
and report unpermitted uses, illegal conversions, code violations and suspicious 
activity. If you see something you know shouldn't be allowed—or someone's 
behavior that doesn't seem quite right—please report it.  
 

If you believe that there is a violation or suspicious activity in your neighbor-
hood or near your business, call the Code Enforcement 24-hour Anonymous Hot-
line at (323) 563-9598. You may also call the Code Enforcement office Mon-
day- Thursday 7am to 6pm at (323) 563-9558. Your call will be confidential. 
The City will then schedule an inspection and give the property owner an op-

portunity to correct the violation. 
 

Suspicious activity should be reported to the South Gate Police Depart-
ment at (323) 563-5436.If there is an emergency, call 9–1–1.
